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The sword represents the power struggle between the Léopold and Eisenhem, when Eisenhem asks for the sword, the duke does not want to give it to him but as he surveys the audience he realizes that he does not have a choice, simply because he is the one who offered the challenge. Eisenhem uses this to make the duke submit even though he knows it is going to piss him off. After he takes the sword he goes off a little on the story of king Arthur and places the sword on the stage as if it was Excalibur, he rhetorically asks “where does power flow from, skill or destiny, or divine right. He then asks an obviously well decorated solder to come up and try to take the sword symbolizing “skill”. Next he asks a young spry man who is the dukes’ cousin to try and take the sword, symbolizing, destiny, as he is apart of the royal family. Neither of them can take the sword, then as he expects will happen, the duke tries to take the sword, symbolizing his affinity with divine right. As he does so he gives a look to Eisenhem, expressing his anger, Eisenhem looks back at him with a very challenging expression, almost taunting him to try and pull the sword. The girl’s expression as she looks at both of them affirms the tension. The duke takes a second look at Eisenhem, as if to say, this is a game that you cant win, Eisenhem quickly decides that he is going to let the duke take the sword as to not cause any more tension. And does so by nodding in submission. As he does so the sword is freed from Eisenhems’ supposed grasp. These two hate each other and it is very apparent from the simple looks they give.
Power struggle.
 Eisenhem used this situation to state that the duke believes he has the divine right to rule, and to affirm that he will do whatever he can to take his power away. It is very clear to the duke that this was a challenge from Eisenhem, that is why at the end he tell his inspector to shut him down.
The theme in this scene is quite obvious and correlates the rest of the movie. Dark and gloomy, portraying tragedy and question, and at the same time it was very much like watching Sherlock Homes. It felt like an ongoing investigation.
Most of the angles in this scene or from the point of view of the audience, and probably the girl. We watch most of it play out from there eyes and I think this symbolizes that all she can do is watch as these events are about to unfold.
 Dialogue is used only as hints for upcoming events. After the cousin tries to pull the sword from the ground he looks that the duke and says you shall have a long life. The duke nods in agreement as I’m sure he believes he will. But I think this was to say that he would not live a long life because of the things that are going to transpire.
The filmmaker lulls in an ominous orchestra at the point where Léopold walks over to try and take his sword, and it continues until the dispute of symbols comes to an end, it gives a very real emotion of the turmoil between them and coincides with there expressions toward one another.

He feels that Eisenhem has more power than he does. And the fact that Eisenhem acknowledges this makes him very mad. By the end of the scene Léopold decides that he needs to put and end to Eisenhem, at lest as far as he is concerned. This setts the stage for the rest of the movie, and allows everything that comes after to take meaning. Also some very key things happen in this scene to frame Léopold in the end so that both Eisenhem and Sophie get what they want
